To the extent required as a condition of an approval for any Division of Oil and Gas (DOG) Plan of Operations (POO) or Miscellaneous Land Use Permit (MLUP) for Seismic or Geophysical work, an Incident Report must be filed with the DOG for incidents such as spills, land use conflicts, tundra damage, blowouts, and undetonated charges.  The Incident Report shall contain a description of known incidents of surface damage and how the incident was resolved.

· How Long a Report?  The length of the Report will depend on the scope of the incident and progress made during the reporting period.
